DAY 2 SKOPJE - We will have a nice half-day nature walk at Matka Canyon just outside Skopje, along a forested trail hugging the canyon and its watery
wonderland.Back to Skopje for lunch, the afternoon will be spent on a walking tour of Skopje, taking in the Old Bazaar area to the modern square where Alexander’s
statue stands regale in the main square. Overnight Skopje

DAY 3 SKOPJE-PRISTINA (93KM) — A short drive will bring us to our first overland border crossing as we drive to Pristina , capital of Kosovo. We will visit the

Pristina Bear Sanctuary that provides special care to rescued and traumatised brown bears . Next we will visit quirky architecture Of National University Library
building, Mother Teresa Cathedral, and look at countless statues that ring the city. Overnight Pristina
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DAY 4 PRISTINA-PEJA (86KM) — Morning drive to Peja, we will drop by at Memorial Complex Adem Jasheri in Prekaz Village and continue our journey to Rugova
Gorge, with a length of 25 km and a depth up to 1,000 meters, Rugova is considered to be one of Europe's longest and deepest canyons. In the late afternoon we chill
out at pretty Peja town with a clean Lumbhardi River running in the center of town. Overnight Peja

DAY 5 PEJA-PRIZREN (98KM) — We will visit Drini | Bardhe Waterfall, easy walking with many pics-worthy point of view in the nature. We continue our journey to
Gjakova Grand Bazaar, the oldest bazaar in Kosovo, for sightseeing(and shopping!) and for our lunch stop. Our last stop for today is this Prizren, second most populous
city after Pristina. Enjoy an evening stroll in its enchanting old town. For some adventurous soul who do not mind hiking up a steep cobblestone slope, do not miss the
Prizren Fortress situated on top of the hill, to see the view of whole of Prizren city. Overnight Prizren

DAY 6 PRIZREN-SHKODER (194KM) — Morning drive will bring us to our second overland crossing border to Albania. We will stop along in Kukes town to visit the
traditional carpet weaving which some of it can take months to complete (Optional, if time permitted). Before we arrive Shkoder town, we will visit the historical ruin of
Rozafa Castle. Free and easy rest of evening to explore vibrant night life and al fresco dining in the town centre. Overnight Shkoder

DAY 7 SHKODER-THETH (78KM) — Morning we visit the Venice Art mask Factory (optional,if time permitted and if interested) for their beautiful details
handmade mask. We will have a scenic drive to the Albanian Alps as we head to Theth National Park, one of the most remote of locations one could go to in
Albania. We will do evening walk in the scenic Theth Village. Overnight Theth

DAY 8 THETH - Renowned for striking rugged mountains with steep sharp summits creating stunning landscapes, Theth criss-crosses with many nature trails. We will
do an easy to moderate half-day hike to Theth Blue Eyes, one of the prettiest trails in Albania, Late afternoon chill and fill your lungs with the fresh mountain air of
Theth. Overnight Theth

DAY 9 THETH-KRUJE-TIRANA (200KM) - A full morning drive will take us to Krujé, Albania’s old capital, where we will have a lunch stop after a short visit to its
interesting Krujé Castle. By early evening we will arrive Tirana, Free and easy to explore the town. Overnight Tirana

DAY 10 TIRANA - Morning guided walking tour of Tirana, the vibrant capital of Albania, offers a blend of rich history, lively culture, and stunning landscapes. Start your
exploration at Skanderbeg Square, the citys heart, dominated by the National History Museum and the iconic Ethem Bey Mosque. Stroll through the colorful streets
adorned with quirky street art and cozy cafes, soaking in the lively atmosphere and evening enjoy exploring the old bazaar area now filled with chic eateries. Overnight

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DAY 11 TIRANA-BERAT (100KM) - Morning visit Bunk Art 1 Museum just outside Tirana to understand an important dark part of Albanian Hoxha-era history. We
continue our drive to Berat Castle. End the day with an evening walk of Berat, “City of Thousand Windows”, and see why it is called as such. Overnight Berat

DAY 12 BERAT-KARAVASTA LAGOON-LOGARA NP-SARANDE (310KM) - Karavastsa Lagoon is a sanctuary for the largest population of pelicans in Europe, and
we take an easy boardwalk of these wetlands. before traversing the scenic coastal drive to Llogara National Park, where time permitting, we may do a short walk in
the lush pine forest. Sarandé, our last stop, is the prime beachfront resort of Albania. Overnight Sarandé

DAY 13 SARANDE -BUTRINT ARCHAEOLOGICAL PARK-KSAMIL BEACH (35KM) - A full morning experiencing the UNESCO Heritage Site of Butrint Archeological
Park, surely Albani’s premier treasure trove of history spanning Greek, Roman, Venetian and Ottoman eras. After all that history, relax with sun, sea and sand at Ksamil/
Sarande beach. Water is cold, but worth a refreshing dip. Overnight Sarandé

DAY 14 BLUE EYE SARANDE-GJIROKASTER (59KM) A short walk will bring us to the Blue Eye, famous for its stunning beauty and rich turquoise water so clear that
you can see the bottom and the bubbles rising to the surface. A short drive will bring us to the UNESCO Heritage town of Gjirokastér, City of Stones, with layers of
Greek, Byzantine and Ottoman remains, and we arrive well in time to enjoy strolling its cobbled stone streets. Overnight Gjirokastér

DAY 15 GJIROKASTER-PERMET (62KM) - A good morning visit of Gjirokastér Castle, the largest and one of the best preserved in Albania. First built in the 6th
Century, this dominant edifice today houses old armaments, dank dungeons and hosts an annual cultural festival in Summer. Afternoon drive to Pérmet, arriving in time
for an evening walk to quaint Leusa Church and good sunset viewpoint of the city. Overnight Pérmet



DAY 16 BURIMET “HOT SPRING”-KORGE-VOSKOPOJE (154KM) - Burimet "Hot Spring" is really only mildly warm by any standard, but its lovely setting amidst
forest and canyons compensate, and we will take in a Canyon Walk as well. Driving to Korgé, we will arrive for an evening walk around the Old Town, before proceeding
to serene Voskopojé village. Overnight Voskopojé

DAY 17 VOSKOPOJE-SAINT NAUM-OHRID (90KM)-Its forest bathing time as we take in a short morning walk around the pine forests of Voskopojé Village. After that
stroll, we will visit Korgé beer brewery (if time permitting and if it is open to public) and may be able to taste beer fresh from the tank! After lunch, we cross border
to North Macedonia, visit Lake Ohrid frontage Saint Naum Monastery and take in a boat ride to see the crystal clear springs that feed Lake Ohrid. Overnight Ohrid
Old Town

DAY 18 OHRID-SKOPJE(182KM)-Morning walking tour of Lake Ohrid town, visiting St Samuel Fortress, Church of St Clement and Panteleimon, Church of Saint Sofia,
the old Roman Theater etc, and take in a short lake edge boat rlde to see Ohrid from the waters. After lunch we move on to Skopje to reach by
evening.Overnight Skopje

DAY 19 SKOPJE-KUL Early morning transfer to Skopje airport to catch our flight back to Kuala Lumpur departing 03 NOV 2026 0915AM via Turkish Airlines with all
the unforgettable memories from our trip!
